• One person starts by shouting out an 
adjective (describing word) e.g. small.

• Everyone starts skipping and takes it in 
turns to shout out a synonym for the 
adjective e.g. tiny, little, titchy.

• Can you try doing it with a long rope? 
When it is your turn, run in and shout 
out your synonym.
