Last year we had a huge drive to improve attendance. This is a shared objective in schools 
across the country and in Sefton, particularly in our cluster of schools in the STRAND group (all 
local schools.)  We will be sharing good practice among our schools and a shared message. 
 

Be in To Win 
Last year we introduced Be in to Win which replaced the 100% attendance reward for the year. 
We appreciate that there were unavoidable absences and that some children were missing out 
when it was genuinely unavoidable that they were absent. 
 

To ensure that all pupils were able to achieve, we reduced the 100% awards to a full month. To 
this end if they are absent for a genuine reason they will still be able to work towards the next 
full month to receive the award and a small prize.  We hope that this will also build resilience 
and drive as they will be encouraged that if they haven’t made it for this month then it is ok, 
because they can try again for next month. We feel it is important for children to know that not 
everything goes well all the time and that is how things go at times, however, there is always a 
new opportunity and other chances for success.
