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Policy Document for First Aid
The policy is underpinned by our school vision, we will promote an inclusive school community, rooted in mutual respect, understanding and kindness towards others.

St Oswald’s is proud to be part of the UN Convention of the Rights of the Child, where every child is valued, cared for and developed to their full potential.

This policy links to UNICEF Rights and Responsibility: Article 24

“Every child has the right to the best possible health.  Governments must provide good quality health care, clean water, nutritious food and a clean environment and education on health and well –being so that children can stay healthy ..”
Introduction

First Aid is defined as the ‘first treatment or assistance given to an individual before the intervention or arrival of a qualified professional aid’.  At St. Oswald’s our Christian faith and care for others is at the heart of all we do.  Let all that you do be done in love.  1 Corinthians 16:14
General First Aid covers a number of factors such as the age of the individual, the nature or cause of their condition and the circumstances and/ or environment in which they are injured and the equipment/ facilities available to treat them.

Audience
This document is intended for all staff.  It is also intended for school governors, LA inspectors / advisers, parents and inspection teams.  The policy is available on the school web site, the staff shared drive and on the staffroom notice board.
Purpose

The purpose of this policy is to put into place effective management systems and arrangements to support children and young people with injuries in the school and to provide clear guidance for staff and parents/carers on how to deal with injuries and incidents.  We must also consider the spread of Covid – 19 and do all we can to ensure the safety of those receiving first aid and those applying it.  This document, where appropriate, must be considered in conjunction with all other relevant policies, for example, Health and Safety and the most up to date risk assessment.

Law

First Aid at work is covered by the wider setting of Health and Safety at work and is governed by a wide range of statutory regulations that employers are guided by:

· The Health and Safety at Work Act etc. 1974

· The Health and Safety (First Aid) Regulations 1981 as amended 1992

· The Reporting of Injuries, Diseases and Dangerous Occurrences Regulations 1995

· The Control of Substances Hazardous to Health Regulations 1999

Personnel

There should be at least 2 First Aiders on the staff and all Foundation Stage staff paediatric first aid trained. There should be at least 1 First Aider present on the premises at any time. There is always a paediatric First Aider on the premises when there are pre-school children on the premises.

First Aiders have their training renewed every 4 years, as required by law.

There are 21 staff who are trained in First Aid. Their names are displayed in the staffroom.
First Aid Supplies

First Aid boxes are sited in every classroom, the Hall and Staff Room – the contents are checked and replaced fortnightly.  Basic PPE equipment has been provided for each class and has been secured in a plastic wallet.
Photographs of pupils with allergies are displayed in the staff room and in the school dining hall. Epipens are stored in the classroom relating to the relevant pupil and / or on a shelf in the dining hall. All teaching and support staff, including lunch-time supervisors and office staff have had training on the use of an epipen and Asthma.  Training is completed annually and led by the school nurse.
Parent contact details are stored securely on the school electronic SIMS & CPOMS systems.

Roles and Responsibilities

The Headteacher is responsible to ensure that staff are aware of the First Aid regulations and that the school’s First Aid requirements are reviewed at least annually.  It is the responsibility of all staff that they carry out school procedures and policies.
All staff in schools and early years settings have a duty to maintain professional standards of care and to ensure that children and young people are safe. 
Whilst Covid – 19 restrictions are in place all first Aiders are required to wear disposable gloves and a face covering to administer first aid.  

Recording and Reporting

Recording of all accidents and injuries is on the school CPOMs system. Blue slips are completed by Welfare staff or other staff on duty for injuries sustained outside the classroom.
Bumped Head slips are issued to children who have sustained a bumped head and the parent contacted as soon as possible after a bumped head has been sustained to allow them to come into school to examine the child for themselves and / or take them home. All accidents and bumped heads must be recorded on CPOMs. All bumped head incidents must also have the time of contact made with the parent recorded. 

In the case of a serious incident the relevant forms are completed and returned to the HSE. (See Health & Safety policy.) The Headteacher will carry out an investigation into the incident and make recommendations if needed to prevent the incident from happening again.
CPOMS

St Oswald’s CE Primary uses CPOMS which is an electronic reporting system for all Safeguarding, SEN and other Pastoral concerns. The Senior Management Team regularly review the information gathered to ensure appropriate actions and best outcomes are achieved for pupils.  Any repeated accidents will be noted and measures put in place if needed to prevent any further accidents.
Hygiene

Disposable gloves are available and should always be worn when dealing with bodily fluids.
General Procedures

1. All First Aiders must attend any incident where first aid is required wearing disposable gloves and a face covering.

2. In the case of a minor injury a child should be escorted to a First Aider for assessment/ treatment.

3. In the case of a more serious injury an adult should remain with the injured person and an adult or, if no adult is available, a child should be sent for a First Aider to come to the injured person.

4. If it is clear that a serious injury has occurred and an ambulance is needed this must be done under the instruction of the teacher in charge or First Aider and parents informed.  A member of staff will stay with the pupil in the absence of a parent where necessary and with the parent (if required) for support.

5. Two adults should always be present when an injury below the neck, or one requiring the removal of clothing, is being dealt with.

6. All accidents and incidents must be recorded in the class accident book/CPOMS or on a blue slip which must be entered in the class accident book as soon as possible.

7. Under no circumstances must cream or medication ever be given unless the parent has completed the relevant forms (see Medication Policy).

8. Antiseptic wipes must not be used if there is clean water and swabs are available.

9. Children requiring asthma inhalers must administer these themselves overseen by an adult- if a child has required the use of their asthma inhaler during the day this must be recorded in the Accident Book and the parent informed at the end of the day. Teachers should check that inhalers are up to date (each half term), labelled and sent to the next class teacher at the end of the Summer Term.  (See Medication and Medical Conditions Policy.)
School Visits

A First Aider should always accompany a school visit, wherever possible. A First Aid kit will be taken on all school visits and a First Aid Kit is held in each of the school mini buses.

All class inhalers and epi-pens must be taken on school visits.

A list of all pupils and home contact numbers must be taken on all school visits and carried by the teacher in charge.

After An Accident in School  

1. Tidy up and clean up.

2. Record details in the class Accident book or write a report on CPOMS if a more serious incident or injury has occurred. (See Health & Safety policy for guidance)

3. Re-stock the First Aid box.
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
